Polaris Sportsman Reverse Over-ride Button Modification

This modification eliminates the use of the reverse over-ride button completely. AWD will be active in any gear selected at any time and the engine rpm cutout limiter is disabled.

CAUTION: I have found that when shifting from either forward gear to reverse, or reverse to forward, the front hilliard clutches may remain engaged. This could cause handling problems or possible breaking parts of the front drive system. I have found that selecting 2WD and bumping the throttle before shifting from one gear to another will ensure proper disengaging of the front wheels. If I need AWD in the next gear I can reselect it once I’ve changed gears. This may seem like a nuisance but I’d rather do this than try and hold the Over-ride button and maneuver the bike at the same time, or break part of the drivetrain.

Sportsman models with the new style speedo (2003) and SP700, 2002.

*The function button for the speedo is combined with the override button, if you follow these instructions everything should work exactly the way it did before the mod.

*You will not need to cut any wires or drill any holes.

*You will need to purchase a standard 4 pin relay, (Radio Shack part #275-226), get 4 pieces of 16 gauge wire about 8” long, 4 female crimp spade connectors (to connect to the relay) and 4 splice connectors (the type where you snap into the wires, insert the wire tap, squeeze with pliers, fold the cover over and push in the spade connector).

*Open the light pod and find the wiring harness coming from the speedo.

*Connect the 4 8” wires as follows:

      Relay terminal #30 to the brown wire

      Relay terminal # 85 to the purple wire

      Relay terminal # 86 to the red/white wire

      Relay terminal # 87 to the gray/orange wire

*Coating all connections with dielectric grease or liquid electrical tape is recommended.

*To test, put the machine in reverse with the engine running. If the speedo flashes the word “SLOW” (just like before the mod when you pressed the override button) then the connections are made correctly.

2005 & 2006 Sportsman models

*All that needs to be done is to splice a wire to the brown wire and one to the gray/orange wire. Connect them to a toggle switch. With the switch “OFF” the override button changes functions normally. Turn the switch “ON” to override the reverse button.

Pre 2003 Sportsman models and almost all models that do NOT have the combined override/speedo function button.

*Trace the wires coming from the override button (gray/white & gray/orange).

*Cut and tape both ends of the gray/orange wire.

*Cut the gray/white wire and connect it to the red/white (ignition supplied 12v) wire. Tape the end of the gray/white wire coming out of the switch.

*The instructions say to cut and tape both ends of the purple wire. I did not do this as both of the other wires coming out of the switch effectively disable any function of the purple wire so I left it. This way if I ever want to go back to stock its that much simpler to do.
